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Item 110 - DEFINITIONS
(a)  The term "Carrier" means D.T. Chicagoland Express, Inc., d/b/a CXI Trucking.  When this tariff refers to "CXI Trucking" it means "D.T. Chicagoland Express, d/b/a CXI Trucking."

(b)  The term "shipper" means the party who requests service from  Carrier and any other person or entity for whom any service is performed under this tariff.

(c)  The term "shipment" means one lot of freight tendered to Carrier by one consignor at one place at one time for delivery to one consignee at one place on one day, on one bill of lading.

Item 150 - APPLICATION OF TARIFF
This tariff includes terms on which CXI Trucking will perform service.  A request for service by any party and/or acceptance of services from Carrier by any party constitutes the acceptance, by that party, of Carrier's continuing offer to perform services subject to the terms and conditions stated in this tariff.

Item 330 - CHARGE FOR PICKUP AT CARRIER’S FACILITIES
Except as may be otherwise specifically provided, when any person or entity elects to make its own arrangements for the pickup of a shipment at any of Carrier’s facilities, there will be a charge of 25 cents per 100 pounds for each shipment picked up, minimum charge $35.00 per shipment, in addition to all other applicable charges.

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Item 347 - ARTICLES EMBRACED IN THE SAME ITEM
Unless otherwise provided in particular rate items, different articles embraced in the same item may be shipped in straight or mixed shipments at the rates shown.
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Item 360 - BILLS OF LADING
Only Carrier may issue a bill of lading covering any shipment.

 
If there is a conflict between the terms and conditions in this tariff and the terms and conditions in any other document (including a bill of lading prepared by the shipper, the consignee or another party), the terms and conditions in this tariff shall control and shall supersede any conflicting terms and conditions in those other documents.

Only a bill of lading issued, accepted or approved by Carrier will apply to service performed by Carrier.  Only a bill of lading issued, accepted or approved by Carrier will govern the terms and conditions under which services are provided by Carrier.  

Any bill of lading under which service is performed by Carrier shall be deemed to incorporate into it all of the terms and conditions in this tariff, whether or not that bill of lading specifically refers to this tariff.  If there is any conflict between the terms and conditions in Carrier's bill of lading or the terms of this tariff, on the one hand, and any other bill of lading or other document applicable to a shipment or service, the terms and conditions in Carrier's bill of lading or Carrier's tariff shall control and supersede any conflicting terms in that other bill of lading or other document.

Item 390 - CAPACITY LOADS-MINIMUM CHARGE; OVERFLOW SHIPMENTS
(a)  Except as otherwise provided in this Item or in particular items or provisions of this tariff, and except on shipments for which shipper has ordered a vehicle for exclusive use, each and every vehicle bearing a capacity load of freight, such freight constituting all or part of a single shipment, will be subject to a minimum charged based on actual weight or on truckload minimum weight, whichever is greater, and at the truckload rate or class applicable.

(b)  When a shipment is received in excess of the quantity that can be loaded in or on one vehicle, the following will apply:  Each vehicle shall be subject to a minimum charge as provided in paragraph (a) of this item, except that not more than one vehicle containing less than a capacity load of the same shipment will be treated as a separate shipment and charges assessed accordingly.

(NEW) Item 395 - CHICAGO LOOP SURCHARGE
All rates and charges for service to, from or within the Chicago Loop, as defined in this item, will be subject to a 25% surcharge, in addition to those otherwise-applicable rates and charges.  The “Chicago Loop” is defined as that area within Chicago, Illinois, which is bounded on the south by 8th Street/Balbo Drive, on the east by Lake Michigan; on the north by Oak Street; and Halsted Street on the west.
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Item 406 - CIRCUITOUS ROUTES

If a particular route cannot be used due to governmental restrictions or operations of any type, or if the shipper, consignor or consignee requests that a particular route not be used, or if applicable laws, governmental rules or regulations prohibit the use of a particular route, then Carrier will use the most direct, available alternative route for that shipment, and Carrier will bill for the use of that most direct, available alternative route, even if that route is not the most direct route between the origin and the destination of the shipment or shipments involved.

Item 407 - CLAIMS
Claims against Carrier shall be handled as specified in the tariff containing claims rules as published or adopted by Carrier.  See Item 100 of this tariff.

Item 430 - COLLECT ON DELIVERY (COD) SHIPMENTS
(a)  Carrier will accept COD shipments and the letters "COD" must be stamped or printed in red letters at least one (1) inch in height with thickness of stroke 1/4 inch thick or thicker on all such bills of lading and shipping documents, with information specified as to the amount to be collected and to whom remittance is to be made (see NOTE).

(b)  Each package must be plainly marked, labeled, or tagged by consignor showing letters "COD", and the name and address of consignor and consignee.

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Item 435 - COLLECTION OF CHARGES; SECURITY FOR PAYMENT; LIENS; LOSS OF 
DISCOUNT
(a)  CXI TRUCKING shall have a lien on the goods in any shipment for any charges applicable to that shipment AND FOR CHARGES FOR PREVIOUS SHIPMENTS TRANSPORTED OR SERVICES PERFORMED BY CXI TRUCKING FOR ANY PERSON NAMED IN THE BILL OF LADING.

(b)  Even if shipper or consignee or any other party asks CXI TRUCKING to bill another party, shipper, consignee and that other party shall each be absolutely responsible and liable to CXI TRUCKING for all charges, expenses and fees (including attorneys's fees) applicable to each shipment.  CXI TRUCKING may refuse to deliver any shipment shipped under if CXI TRUCKING deems itself insecure as to payment or if CXI TRUCKING does not receive reasonable assurances that it will receive full payment for charges, expenses, fees and services. Charges will assessed separately against each shipment on which payment is late.

(b)  Mileage charge of 65 cents per mile will apply on all exclusive use vehicles with a minimum of (50) fifty miles per day.

(c)  Time for pickup or delivery of shipments will begin with the arrival of the vehicle at the premises or place designated for pickup or delivery, ready to pick up or deliver, and will end at the time when all the necessary shipping documents have been executed and the vehicle is ready to leave the premises or place designated.

(d)  The terms "premises" and "place designated," as used in this Item 500, mean the limits of the property which are a part of the plant, facility or other location or area at which pickup or delivery are made.

(e)  This item shall not apply when trailers or semi-trailers are furnished without drivers or power units for loading by shipper or unloading by consignee.

Item 510 - DISTANCES-DETERMINATION OF MILEAGE
In connection with any rates or rules stated in this tariff, the distance or mileage will be determined under the governing mileage guide or rate basis tariff, as described in Item 100 of this tariff.  Mileage from origin to destination via stopoff points requested by shipper will be calculated via those stopoff points.  Mileage calculations will also be governed by Item 406 of this tariff.   Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in any applicable mileage guide, mileage will be calculated from actual point of origin to actual point of destination over actual route used by Carrier.

Item 540 - EXPLOSIVES, DANGEROUS ARTICLES AND HAZARDOUS MATERIALS; CHARGES FOR HANDLING SHIPMENTS OF SUCH ARTICLES AND MATERIALS
(a)  Explosives, dangerous articles and hazardous materials shall be handled and transported in accordance with the rules and regulations of the United States Department of Transportation in Title 49 of the Code of Federal Regulations, and in accordance with the rules and regulations of the Illinois Department of Transportation in Title 92 of the Illinois Administrative Code Parts 172 and 397, as those Codes may be amended, supplemented and superseded from time to time.

(b)  When any shipment contains any explosives, dangerous articles or hazardous materials, that shipment will be rated at no lower than Class 85 (see National Motor Freight Classification), no discounts will apply, and the following conditions will apply:

When shipment is 1,000 pounds or more:  shipment will be

subject to a minimum weight of 5,000 pounds.

When shipment is less than 1,000 pounds:  shipment will be subject to a surcharge of $35.00 per shipment, in addition to all other applicable charges.
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Item 560 - EXTRA LABOR
(a)  When more than one person is provided by Carrier for the loading or unloading of any shipment, which on account of weight, dimensions or physical characteristics of pieces or packages cannot be handled by one person, or where consignor's or consignee's requirements or arrangements are such that they will not tender or accept shipments unless Carrier provides more than one person, or when furnished for the benefit of and at the request of the consignor or consignee, the additional person (or persons) when furnished will be charged for at $45.00 per person for each hour or fraction of an hour, minimum charge of $135.00 per person.  Chargeable time shall extend from the time the vehicle leaves Carrier's place of business to the time the vehicle returns to Carrier's place of business.

(b)  The provisions of this item do not obligate Carrier to furnish additional labor.

Item 568 - HEAVY OR BULKY ARTICLES REQUIRING SPECIAL DEVICES
On heavy or bulky articles requiring special devices for safe loading or unloading, consignor and/or consignee shall furnish such special devices and the people necessary to operate those special devices, and consignor and/or consignee shall assume all responsibility for loading and/or unloading those articles with those devices.  Shipper, consignor and consignee shall be responsible for determining the exact dimensions (including height and width) and weight of any such shipment and shall advise Carrier of those dimensions and weight.  Carrier shall not be responsible for loss of or damage to such heavy or bulky articles when shipper, consignor or consignee have failed to provide correct dimensions and weight for such shipment.
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Item 569 - HOURLY RATES, COMPUTATION OF
Except where more specifically provided, charges based on time shall be computed by multiplying the hourly rate by the time involved.  Unless otherwise provided, fractions of an hour will be disposed of as follows:  when the time involved is 30 minutes  or less, the charge shall be for one half hour;  when the time involved is more than 30 minutes but not more than an hour, the charge shall be for one hour.

Item 570 - IMPRACTICABLE OPERATION
Nothing in this tariff shall require Carrier to pick up or deliver shipments at origin or destination points at which, on account of conditions of alleys, streets, roads or driveways, it is impracticable to operate Carrier's vehicles or when pickup or delivery would endanger the safety of Carrier, its drivers or vehicles or any other person or property.  Charges for the return of any shipment which is undeliverable for any of the reasons stated in this item shall be computed as provided in Item 840 of this tariff.

Item 571 - IMPRACTICABLE OPERATION-WEATHER AND ROAD CONDITIONS
Carrier reserves the right to refuse to provide service when weather or road conditions make it impossible, impracticable or dangerous to handle shipments or conduct operations.

Item 575 - LIGHT AND BULKY ARTICLES
If no other cubic volume condition applies to a particular shipment, when a shipment weighs less than 12 pounds per cubic foot, the freight charges to be assessed shall be based on a weight of 12 pounds per cubic foot, calculated using the extreme dimensions of space required, at a minimum of Class 70, at the applicable rate.

When skid rates apply, dimensions of each skid will not exceed 42" wide, 48" long, and 72" high.  If a skid exceeds any of these dimensions (“an overdimensional skid”), Carrier will assess an additional charge for an additional skid, based on the rate which otherwise applies to the over dimensional skid.  EXAMPLE:  A skid is 42" high, 64" long and 84" high.  That skid is an “over dimensional” skid.  The otherwise-applicable rate for that skid is $50.00.  An additional charge of $50.00 will be assessed on the “over dimensional” skid, for a total charge of $100.00.
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Item 578 - LOADING BY CONSIGNOR; UNLOADING BY CONSIGNEE; LOADING

AND UNLOADING EQUIPMENT REQUIRED; LIABILITY OF CARRIER
Except as key stops, shipper or consignor shall load Carrier's vehicles and shipper or consignee shall unload Carrier's vehicles, and shipper shall be solely responsible for arranging for that loading or unloading.  Except as otherwise specifically provided, rates in this tariff are based on the requirement that shipper and consignor shall load and shipper or consignee shall unload Carrier's vehicles.

Carrier, its employees, agents, contractors and subcontractors shall have no liability or responsibility for loss, damage or injury (including death) arising out of or in connection with delivery or pickup of shipments, and all such liability and responsibility are hereby disclaimed, except to the extent and in the proportion that such loss, damage or injury are caused or contributed to by the grossly negligent or willful acts or omissions of Carrier, its employees, agents, contractors or subcontractors.

Item 595 - MAXIMUM CHARGE-ALTERNATIVE APPLICATION OF WEIGHTS AND 
RATES
Except as otherwise provided in Items 470 or 645 of this tariff, or specifically stated elsewhere in this tariff or in any other tariff to which Carrier is a party, in no case shall the charge for any shipment from and to the same points, via the same route of movement, be greater than the charge for a greater quantity of the same commodity, subject to the same packing provisions, at the rate and weight applicable to such greater quantity of freight.

Item 610 - MINIMUM CHARGE-FREIGHT LESS THAN CAPACITY LOAD
Except on shipments for which shipper has ordered a vehicle for exclusive use, the minimum charge for any one shipment, less-than-capacity load, transported from one consignor to one consignee at one time on one bill of lading in or on any vehicle shall not be less than:

(a)  $45.00 (applies only on Illinois intrastate traffic taking Rate Basis 1 to 30);

(b)  $50.00 (applies only on Illinois intrastate traffic taking Rate Basis 31 to 49);

(c)  $60.00 (applies only on Illinois intrastate traffic taking Rate Basis 50 to 69 and shipments between points in Illinois, on

(d)  $65.00 (applies only on traffic taking Rate Basis 70 to Rate Basis 90, inclusive);

(e)  $75.00 (applies only on traffic taking Rate Basis 91 to Rate Basis 100 inclusive).

Item 640 - MIXED SHIPMENTS-LTL OR AQ 

Mixed shipments subject to less-than-truckload (LTL) or Any Quantity (AQ) rates or classes will be charged for as follows:

(a)  Apply to each article in the shipment the LTL or AQ rate applicable thereto, and at the actual weight of each of such articles, except that where the freight charge on any shipment is made lower by considering the aggregate weight of the shipment as 1,000, 2,000, or 5,000 pounds, as the case may be, such lower charge will apply.

(b)  In computing such lower charges on mixed shipments, apply the LTL or AQ rate applicable to 1,000, 2,000, or 5,000 pounds as the case may be, at actual weight of each of the articles in the mixed shipment, and any deficiency between the aggregates of such weights and 1,000, 2,000, or 5,000 pounds, as the case may be, will be charged for at the rate applicable to the highest rated article in the shipment.

Item 645 - MIXED SHIPMENTS-TL OR VOLUME

SECTION 1

Except as otherwise provided, when a number of articles for which truckload rates are provided are shipped at one time by one consignor from one point of origin to one consignee at one destination on one bill of lading, as a mixed truckload, the shipment will be charged at the actual or authorized estimated weight and at the truckload class or commodity rate (not mixed truckload rate), applicable to each article (see Note), except as provided in items 310 and 640 of the National Motor Freight Classification.  The truckload minimum weight will be the highest provided for any article (see Note) in the mixed truckload, and any deficit in the truckload minimum weight will be charged at the rate applying to the highest rated article in the

(continued from the preceding page)

shipment.  The provisions of Item 595 of this tariff will not apply in determining the charge on any deficit in minimum weight.


SECTION 2

Subject to the conditions of Section 1 of this item, when the aggregate charge upon the entire shipment is less on the basis of a truckload rate and truckload minimum weight (or actual or authorized estimated weight if in excess of the truckload minimum weight) for one or more of the articles and on the basis of less-than-truckload rate or rates on the actual or authorized estimated weight of the other article or articles, the shipment will be charged accordingly.


SECTION 3

Subject to the conditions of Section 1, when the aggregate charge upon the entire shipment is made lower by considering the articles as if they were divided into two or more separate truckloads, the shipment will be charged accordingly.

NOTE:  When more than one minimum weight with different rates or ratings is provided for an article included in the mixed truckload shipment, the truckload minimum weight and its accompanying rate or rating which produces the lowest aggregate charge upon the entire shipment shall apply on such article.

Item 647 - NOTIFICATION PRIOR TO DELIVERY
Subject to the provisions of subparagraphs (1), (2) and (3) below, shipments on which the consignor or consignee has given instructions directing Carrier to give notice by telephone or in writing of arrival of a shipment prior to delivery will be subject to a charge as follows:  $7.00 per shipment of any weight taking Rate Basis 1 through 100.

(1)  Charges provided for in this item will be collected from the party paying the freight charges.

(2)  Except as otherwise provided in this item, Carrier does not obligate itself to notify consignee of arrival of a shipment prior to delivery.

(3)  When a specific delivery time is required, service will be considered "priority service," and charges described in Item 890-12, Special Services, will apply to the shipment in addition to all other applicable charges.
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Item 650 - OPERATING RIGHTS; EXCLUSION OF HOUSEHOLD GOODS
Carrier represents and warrants that it has appropriate operating rights to perform the services described in this tariff.  The services, rates and charges described in this tariff do not apply to the transportation of "household goods" as defined in the ICC Termination Act.

Item 680 - PACKING AND PACKAGING
All shipments must be packed, prepared and loaded to as to ensure safe and practical transportation and protection against the risks and hazards of transportation.  Shipments not so packed, prepared or loaded will be handled at the sole risk of the shipper, consignor, consignee or owner, as the case may be.

Item 740 - PERMITS
When a shipment, because of its unusual size, shape, nature or dimension, requires Carrier to obtain any permits or other permissions from any governmental agency or other authority in order to move that shipment from origin to destination, Carrier shall obtain all such permits and permissions, and shipper and/or any other party responsible for payment of charges shall reimburse Carrier for its actual costs (including, but not limited to, permit charges and fees, telephone charges, telegraph and fax charges) for obtaining those permits or other permissions, plus $75.00 per shipment.  Such shipments shall be considered “exclusive use” shipments as defined in  Item 470 of this tariff and will be billed at applicable hourly rates in that Item 470, plus all other applicable charges, further subject to a minimum weight of 55,001 pounds per shipment.
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Item 750 - PICKUP OR DELIVERY SERVICE
The rates stated in this tariff include pickup and delivery service at all points within the limits of the cities, towns, villages and other points from and to which the rates apply, and include, as to any shipment, only one pickup and one delivery, except as otherwise provided in this tariff.  The rates stated in this tariff include placement of Carrier's vehicle at facilities directly accessible to the Carrier's vehicle for loading or unloading, as the case may be.

Item 751 - PICKUP FROM AND DELIVERY TO UNATTENDED LOCATIONS
Carrier will pick up or deliver at unattended locations only under the following conditions:

(a)  Prior arrangements must be made by shipper, consignor, consignee or one of their agents, and Carrier must be given keys, instructions, documents and other items needed to pick up or deliver at the unattended location.  Shipper, consignor or consignee must designate someone, and give Carrier the telephone number of that person, whom Carrier can contact if it cannot pick up or deliver at that stop or if Carrier runs into difficulties at the time it picks up or delivers at that stop.

(b)  Carrier, its employees, agents, contractors and subcontractors shall have no liability or responsibility for loss, damage or injury (including death) arising out of or in connection with delivery to or pickup at unattended locations, and all such liability and responsibility are hereby disclaimed, except to the extent and in the proportion that such loss, damage or injury are caused or contributed to by the grossly negligent or willful acts or omissions of Carrier, its employees, agents, contractors or subcontractors.

(c)  If Carrier is unable to pick up or deliver at an unattended location, Carrier shall notify the person designated by shipper, consignor or consignee, as required by subsection (a) of this item, of Carrier's inability to pick up or deliver at that stop.  However, Carrier, its employees, agents, contractors and subcontractors shall have no liability or responsibility for inability or failure to notify the designated person or for inability or failure to pick up or deliver at that stop in the absence of shipper, consignor, consignee or their agent (as the case may be), and all such liability and responsibility are hereby disclaimed.

(d)  Charges for the return of any shipment which is undeliverable for any of the reasons stated in this item shall be computed as provided in Item 840 of this tariff.
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Item 752 - PICKUP OR DELIVERY SERVICE-INACCESSIBLE LOCATIONS

(INSIDE PICKUPS OR DELIVERIES)
(a)  When delivery or pickup cannot be made because the receiving or loading site is not directly accessible to Carrier's vehicle, and consignee or shipper, as the case may be, requests that delivery or pickup be made, a charge of $7.50 per 100 pounds for each such delivery or pickup will be assessed in addition to all other applicable charges, subject to a minimum charge of $75.00.

(b)  When delivery or pickup is requested at the receiving site or loading site other than to the ground floor, a charge of $7.50 per 100 pounds for each such delivery or pickup will be assessed in addition to all other applicable charges, subject to a minimum charge of $75.00.

(c)  Service under this item will be provided to 3 floors above or below the level accessible to Carrier's vehicle only when elevator or escalator service is available and labor, when necessary to operate same, is provided without cost to Carrier.

(d)  The charges under this item apply separately for pickup and separately for delivery and are in addition to all other applicable charges.  Unless the bill of lading is specifically endorsed to show prepayment of these charges, they will be collected from the party whose location requires such service, except such charges for shipments moving on government bills of lading will be collected from the United States Government.

Item 753 - PICKUP OR DELIVERY SERVICE-DELIVERY TO CONSTRUCTION SITES
Delivery of a shipment to a construction site will be made when there is no representative of the consignee present to receipt for the shipment under conditions stated in Item 751 and the following conditions:

(1)  The consignor shall either request by telephone to the Carrier or endorse on the bill of lading or other shipping document, at the time delivery of the shipment is made to Carrier, a stipulation reading as follows:

This Carrier is hereby authorized to deliver this shipment to the destination shown without getting a receipt from the consignee for the delivery of the shipment.

(2)  All shipments consigned for delivery to a contractor or contractors, regardless of whether delivery is to a job site, warehouse, or a main office, shall either move on a prepaid basis or the freight charges shall be guaranteed by the shipper.
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Item 820 - RECONSIGNMENT OR DIVERSION
Shipments transported by Carrier may be diverted in transit or after arrival at billed destination subject to the following:

(a)  The terms "diversion" and "reconsignment" mean a change in the name of the consignee and/or destination of a shipment, except as otherwise provided in this Item 820, or a change in any other instructions given to the Carrier which affect delivery the shipment or involve an additional movement of Carrier's vehicle.

(b)  Diversion or reconsignment instructions must be confirmed in writing by the shipper to the Carrier, but failure of shipper to confirm those instructions in writing shall not preclude Carrier from collecting its charges under this item or this tariff.

(c)  A charge of $50.00 will be made for each reconsignment of each shipment on each vehicle plus a charge of $5.00 for each bill of lading that must be reissued, and, in addition, freight charges will be assessed on the basis of the through rate from point of origin to final destination via the point at which the vehicle was located at the time Carrier was able to reconsign it following shipper's request for reconsignment.  In addition, freight charges will be assessed on the basis of the through rate from point of origin to final destination plus a mileage charge of $3.00 per mile per vehicle for excess mileage.  The term "excess mileage" as used in this Item 820 means the mileage from point of origin through point or points of reconsignment to final destination, minus the mileage from point of origin directly to initial destination.  If there is no "excess mileage" no excess mileage charge will be made.

(d)  When a vehicle arrives at the original billed destination and is required to wait for reconsignment instructions, no free time will be allowed and detention charges will be billed as provided for in Item 500 of this tariff.

(e)  Shipments or parts of shipments returned to the original consignor will not be accorded reconsignment or diversion privileges, but will be considered as new shipments and billed as such.  Parts of shipments will not be accorded reconsignment or diversion privileges, and such parts of shipments will be considered as new shipments and billed as such.

Item 830 - RE-DELIVERY OF SHIPMENTS
Before attempting delivery, Carrier will attempt to reach mutual agreement with the consignee or consignor regarding the approximate date and time of such delivery before tender of delivery is initially attempted.  After this has been done, when tender of delivery of a shipment has been made during business hours of the consignee and delivery cannot be effected, through no fault of Carrier, and re-delivery is necessary, an additional charge for re-delivery will be assessed, based upon the following, as the case may be:

(1)  the local applicable rate from the Carrier's closest terminal to the consignee's point of delivery, or

(2)  the local applicable rate from point where the undelivered shipment was held prior to re-delivery.

(3)  The shipment shall also be subject to the accrued freight, storage and all other applicable charges.

Item 840 - RETURNED, UNDELIVERED SHIPMENTS
If for any reason not attributable to Carrier a shipment or any part of a shipment is not accepted by the consignee at destination or cannot be delivered for reasons beyond the control of Carrier, that shipment may be returned to the point of origin on order of the shipper; provided, however, that charges equal to the full outbound charges in effect on the date of the returned shipment for the entire shipment via the route of that outbound shipment will be assessed for the return of that shipment.  These charges will be in addition to the outbound charges and all other charges applicable to the shipment.  Time during which Carrier's vehicle is held waiting under this item will be charged for as provided in Item 500.
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Item 848 - RELEASED AND DECLARED VALUES OF SHIPMENTS; VALUATION CHARGES; LIMITATION OF LIABILITY
THIS ITEM APPLIES TO ALL SHIPMENTS TENDERED TO CARRIER.  THERE ARE NO EXCEPTIONS TO THIS ITEM.

EXCEPT AS STATED BELOW, SHIPMENTS TRANSPORTED BY CARRIER ARE TRANSPORTED AT A RELEASED VALUE OF NOT MORE THAN $5.00 PER POUND PER ARTICLE, UNLESS HIGHER VALUATION CHARGES AS STATED IN THIS ITEM ARE PAID.
Carrier will transport shipments at a "released value" or a "declared value," as explained in this item.  A shipment will be transported at a "released value" unless the shipper declares a higher value, called the "declared value."  

Shipping goods under a "released value" limits Carrier's liability.  In return for that limitation of liability, the shipper does not pay valuation charges which are assessed when a shipper uses the "declared value" service described below.

When a shipment is transported under a released value, Carrier's liability for loss of or damage to the shipment is limited to the amount at which the shipment is released.

Carrier will transport shipments at a released value of $5.00 per pound per article, and Carrier’s liability for loss of or damage to the shipment will be limited to $5.00 per pound per article, subject to the following exceptions:

(A)  If rates agreed upon between Carrier and another party are discounted by (a) 20% or more on shipments rated by using Carrier’s Rate Basis Tariff T-1206 or (b) 65% or more on shipments rated by using the then current CzarLite, then Carrier will transport shipments at a released value of $.50 (fifty cents) per pound per article, and Carrier’s liability for loss of or damage to the shipment will be limited to $.50 (fifty cents) per pound per article.

(B)  If rates applicable to the shipment are on a per-skid basis, then the Carrier’s liability for loss of or damage to a particular skid will be limited to eight (8) times the rate applicable to that skid.

(C)  On shipments not transported by Carrier, but only cross-dock service is performed at a per pallet basis, the cross-docked shipment will be subject to a released value of $ .50 (fifty cents) per pound per article.
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Item 848 - RELEASED AND DECLARED VALUES OF SHIPMENTS; VALUATION CHARGES; LIMITATION OF LIABILITY
(continued from the preceding page)

EXAMPLES:  If an article weighs 500 pounds, the Carrier's liability for loss or damage will be no more than $2,500.00 (500 x $5.00 = $2,500.00), even if the actual value of the shipment is significantly more than $2,500.00.  If the same shipment were transported using the CzarLite Tariff at a discount of 75%, Carrier’s liability for loss or damage would be only $250.00 ($.50 x 500 pounds = $250.00).  If a shipment transported at a skid rate consists of 10 skids, at a rate $40.00 per skid, but only one skid is damaged, the Carrier’s maximum liability for loss or damage would be $320.00 (1 skid x $40.00 x 8).

However, for an extra charge, the shipper may declare a higher value for each shipment, and the Carrier's liability for loss of or damage to that shipment will be limited to that amount, instead of the "released value" amount.

The additional charge for valuation is determined in each case by a written agreement between Carrier and the party asking for the higher valuation.  A party asking for a higher valuation must contact Carrier for the applicable charges, and no valuation will be effective without a written agreement between Carrier and that party.

Any agreed-upon valuation must be stated in writing on Carrier’s bill of lading, and no valuation will be honored unless the bill of lading is marked with that valuation.

Item 860 - SOLICITATION OF CXI TRUCKING EMPLOYEES FOR PURPOSES OF

EMPLOYMENT
In consideration of the services being offered by CXI Trucking, no person or entity shall directly or indirectly approach an employee of CXI Trucking for the purposes of hiring that employee away from CXI Trucking or directly or indirectly hire or attempt to hire any of CXI Trucking’s employees away from CXI Trucking or inducing that employee to resign from CXI Trucking.  If any person or entity fails or refuses to comply with the provisions of this item, and if as a result of that failure or refusal an employee of CXI Trucking resigns from CXI Trucking, then each person or entity who failed or refused to comply with the provisions of this item shall pay CXI Trucking $2,500.00, as liquidated damages, for each employee who resigned from CXI Trucking as a result of such failure or refusal.
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Item 890 - SPECIAL SERVICES-HYDRAULIC LIFT SERVICE
When shipper requests that Carrier's vehicle be equipped with hydraulic-lift tail-gate, and such equipment is provided, a charge of $5.00 per 100 pounds for such service will be assessed in addition to all other charges, subject to a minimum charge of $75.00.  That hydraulic-lift tail-gate will be operated by Carrier's driver.

Item 890-09 - SPECIAL SERVICES-PICKUP AND DELIVER AT CONVENTION

CENTERS AND EXHIBITION HALLS
When Carrier is requested to make a pickup or delivery at a convention center, exhibition hall or any other place where trade shows, conventions or exhibits are held, a charge of $150.00 will be assessed in addition to all other applicable freight and other charges.  All time in excess of 2 hours spent at one location for loading or unloading will be charged at:

Any charges assessed by the center or hall, such as marshalling charges, parking charges, etc., will be passed on to the shipper and will be in addition to all other applicable charges.

Item 890-12 - SPECIAL SERVICES-SPECIAL PICKUP OR DELIVERY SERVICE REQUEST
When a shipper requests Carrier to make a special pickup and/or delivery of a shipment, the following charges will be assessed, in addition to all other applicable charges.  These rates apply only to shipments rated up to Rate Basis 50.  Charges for shipments rated greater than Rate Basis 50 are subject to negotiation and written agreement between Carrier and shipper, consignor or consignee.

  $95.00 Monday through Friday (except holidays), 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM.

  $125.00 Monday through Friday after 5:00 PM and before 8:00 AM and any time on Saturday.

  $250.00 on Sundays or holidays.

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Item 890-12 - SPECIAL SERVICES-SPECIAL PICKUP OR DELIVERY SERVICE REQUEST

"Holidays" as used in this item means:  New Year's Day, Washington's Birthday (observed), Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, day after Thanksgiving, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday will be considered as the holiday.

The terms "special pickup" and "special delivery" mean pickup and/or delivery service on which shipper has requested priority service, as described in and subject to Item 647 of this tariff.

Item 890-15 - SPECIAL SERVICES-SAME DAY SERVICE
When a shipper requests Carrier to pick up a shipment and deliver that shipment the same day, the following charges will be assessed:

(1)  Charges will be computed by adding the same day charge to all other applicable charges for that shipment.  Charges are subject to the minimum charge stated above.

(2)  Mileage will be calculated on the basis of actual mileage from origin to destination via actual route taken by Carrier plus mileage from CXI facility from which vehicle is dispatched to point-of-pickup, if point-of-pickup is over 50 miles away.
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Item 910 - STORAGE RULES, REGULATIONS AND CHARGES

(a)  When the consignee has made arrangements with Carrier to pick up a shipment from Carrier's premises, Carrier will send notice of arrival to consignee or other designated party by fax.  That notice shall describe the shipment which is being held for that party at Carrier's premises.

(b)  If the address of the consignee does not appear on the billing and is not known, Carrier will send a notice of arrival must by United States mail, bearing a return address.

(c)  When delivery service is performed by the Carrier and the consignee or party entitled to receive delivery refuses to accept a shipment, through no fault of Carrier, or Carrier for reasons beyond its control cannot deliver a shipment, such shipment will be placed in storage after the expiration of free time provided in this item.  On the day that such shipment is tendered for delivery, Carrier will notify the shipper and consignee by fax or in writing of the failure to deliver the shipment.

(d)  Twenty four (24) hours' free time will be allowed for the removal of freight from Carrier's premises, which time will be computed from the first 7:00 AM after notice of arrival of the shipment has been sent to the consignee at destination.  Sundays and holidays (as defined in Item 910) shall be excluded from the computation of that time.

(e)  Any shipment held at Carrier's premises after expiration of the free time allowed will be subject to storage charges stated in this item, and the liability of Carrier shall be that of a warehouseman only; or, at the option of Carrier, any shipment may be sent to a public warehouse, and the consignee and owner shall be jointly and severally liable for all expenses, including charges for delivery to that warehouse and the warehouser's charges for services.

(f)  Outbound freight delivered to Carrier not accompanied by proper shipping instructions which will permit forwarding on the date received will be subject to storage charges stated in this item from the first 7:00 AM after receipt of the shipment, with no free time allowance.

(g)  Except as otherwise provided, for each day or fraction of a day, including Sundays and legal holidays, charges will be $1.25 per 100 pounds or fraction of 100 pounds, minimum charge $9.00 per day or fraction of a day.  Item 575 also applies to calculation of charges under this item.
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Item 985 - VEHICLE FURNISHED BUT NOT USED; CANCELLATION OR SUSPENSION OF ORDERS
When any person or entity places an order for service with Carrier and later suspends or cancels that order, suspension or cancellation must be made before equipment to be used for that service leaves its terminal, garage, or other point from which it is to be dispatched for the purpose of filling that order; otherwise, Carrier will assess a charge equal to the charges otherwise applicable to the shipment for which the vehicle was dispatched.

Item 988 - WEATHER AND ROAD CONDITIONS
Carrier reserves the right to refuse to provide service when weather or road conditions make it impossible, impracticable or dangerous to handle shipments or conduct operations.

Item 990 - WEIGHING OR REWEIGHING
When a shipper or consignee requests that a shipment be weighed or reweighed, this service, whenever practicable for the Carrier, will be performed by the Carrier at a minimum charge of $35.00 per weighing, plus any other expenses incurred by Carrier for weighing.
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
